2. Committed version becomes release
commit version 3.3 CruiseControls builds, tags and releases
tricky to get right when people commit things at the last moment, 
since CruiseControl runs on a timed basis

3. Maven should handle releases
tagging of release done outside CruiseControl
tag (of certain type) recognized by maven as not yet released 
results in release
snapshots can also be tagged
connected to Maven and not to CruiseControl
